Please read the items below, complete and sign at the bottom of the page, then fax to GF at 360-3756

· Groovefest is held in Andrews Park Amphitheatre at 201 West Daws Street, Norman Ok 73069.

· Please check at the Groovefest Table BEFORE you set up. Groovefest table will open at 11:00AM. South of the amphitheatre. The event begins at 12pm.  Please be set up by this time.

· Please bring lights and extension cords if you plan to stay after dark.  Sundown is expected at 7:30pm. There will be no electricity after 10 and we must be out of the park by 10 pm.

· Please feel free to bring your own tables, trash containers, recycle containers, tents, chairs, lights, booth, paper weights, props or other items.  Recycling bins will be available.

· NO vehicles are permitted in park, except loading and unloading please.

·  $10 vendor fee required by city ordinance and any donation to GF prior to departure.  There is an additional $25 fee for vendors selling food required by and for the Health Department. They will come by to say hi and peruse your compliance before taking their fee.  Groovefest must submit a list of all vendors the Friday before the event.

·  Please make sure you leave your tabling area at least as clean as you found it. 

· GF simply asks that as a group we show respect for one another.  If you have any concerns or comments regarding other tables, volunteers, or attendees please contact event staff immediately.  
City of Norman Rules and Regulations:  It is unlawful for any person to do or cause to be done any of the following acts within any public park or facility under the jurisdiction of the City of Norman Parks and Recreation Department:
1. To drive or park any motorized vehicle in a facility except upon a parkway or parking lot.
